BYLAW 1085/09

BEING A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF BLACKFALDS TO REGULATE THE HANDLING,
COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE, ASHES AND OTHER WASTE IN THE TOWN
OF BLACKFALDS AND RESCIND BYLAWS 980/09 AND 1080/09

A Bylaw of the Town of Blaékfalds in the Province of Alberta, pursuant to the provisions of the
Municipal Government Act being Chapter m-26.1 of the Revised Statutes of Alberta 2000 and
amendments thereto.

NOW THEREFORE, the Municipal Council of the Town of Blackfalds, duly assembled, enacts
as follows:

PART 1- TITLE

This By-Law may be cited as “The Waste Bylaw."v

PART 2- _DEFINITIONS

2.1. Animal Waste — means feces of any animal.
2.2 Ashes — means cold residue and cinders from any substance used for fuel.
2.3. Base Rate — means that rate established in Schedule “A".

24, Billing Period ~ shall be the same as the bllllng period for which the consumer is
charged for water and sewer services.

2.5, Building Waste — means all waste produced in the process of constructing, altering,
repairing or demolishing a building and shall include, but not be limited to earth,
vegetation and rocks displaced during the process of building.

2.6. Bylaw Enforcement Officer — means a person appointed by Resolution of Council
to enforce this Bylaw. ‘

2.7. ‘Campground - means any property fhat permits camping accommodations.
2.8. Chief Administrative Officer — means that person appointed by Council or his/her
designate.

2.9. Collector — shall mean an employee or agent of the Town of Blackfalds whose duty
shall be to collect garbage and specified refuse from dwellings and other specified
premises.

2.10. Collection Points — means the point where the occupancy places the waste
receptacle in accordance with this Bylaw in order for the garbage to be collected on
collection day.

2.11. Coliection Day — means the day or days during each week on WhlGh garbage is
regularly collected from specific premises.

~ 2.12. Commercial Premises — means all lands within the Town of Blackfalds other than
lands used for residential purposes.

2.13. Condominium — means a building divided into individually owned units as
described in the Condominium Property Act, Revised Statutes of Alberta, 1980, and
amendments thereto, and for the purpose of this bylaw only, each unit. shall be
deemed to be a smgle family dwelling.

2.14. Container — means a container for garbage which is designed to be emptied by a
front loader garbage vehicle.

2.15. Contractor — means the person who is designated by the Town as the holder of the
exclusive franchise for garbage service in the town pursuant to this bylaw.

2.16.  Council — means the Municipal Council of the Town of Blackfalds.
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2.17. Director- means Director of Engineering and Operation Services.

2.18. Disposal Site — means a waste transfer station approved by Alberta Environment
for the disposal of waste.

2.19. Dwelling House — means any building or place occupied or used as an abode or
residence or place of living by not more than two families and shall include side by
side condominium units having individual collection points and individual billing
rates.

2.20. Established Route — means a garbage collection route established by the Director
covering an area within which garbage will be collected by the Town of Blackfalds/
or its contractor as frequently as is considered necessary by the Council.
Established routes may change from time to time for the efficient operation.

2.21. Executive Officer of the Local Board of Health — is a member designated by the
Local Board of Health for the purpose of carrying out of the Public Health Act and
- regulations and may include a Medical Health Officer.

2.22. Garbage — means refuse composed of waste matter and animal or vegetable
matters. It is refuse produced as a by-product of the preparation, consumption or
storage of food.

2.23. Hazardous Waste — means a solid or liquid material that presents an unusual
disposal problem or requires special handling including, but not limited to
explosives, poisons, caustics, -acids, drugs, radio-active materials and other like
materials, or any substance identified under the Provincial Hazardous Chemicals
Act and Hazardous Waste Regulation that could be harmful to people, piants
animals, or the environment.

2.24. Industrial Properties — means places that carry on one or more of the following
activities:the manufacturing, processing, assembling, cleaning, repairing, servicing,
testing, storage, warehousing, distribution or transshipment of materials, goods,
products and/or equipment.

2.25. Manufactured Home Park — means a property upon which there are located three
(3) or more mobile units (as defined in the Mobile Home Sites Tenancies Act) used
for living accommodations.

2.26. Multi-Family Dwelling — means a residential building which is occupied or intended -
to be occupied by more than two families, living independently of the other.

2.27. Non-Acceptable Waste — means abandoned motor vehicles, metal drums or
barrels, untreated sewage, oil, sludge, pesticides, herbicides, snow, explosive
waste. (e.g. Powders, dynamites, motion picture films, paints, batteries, or
quicklime), pathologic waste, animal waste and other waste materials that may
be deemed by the Director or his appointed designate to be unacceptable.

2.28. Occupant — means a person or.group of persons in actual or constructive
possession of any premises either as-registered owner or any other person in actual
or constructive possession by agreement with the registered owner and holding the
property under that person.

2.29. Peace Officer — means a member of the R.C.M.P., a Bylaw Enforcement Officer or
Special Constable appointed pursuant to the provisions of the Police Act, 1988.

- 2.30. Person —shall include a person, corporations or partnership.

2.31. Premises — means any parcel or parcels of land situated within the Municipal
- boundaries of the Town of Blackfalds for which there is an occupant as defined in
this Bylaw.

v2.32. .Refuse — means any discarded or abandoned organic or inorganic material and
without restricting the generality of the foregoing, includes garbage, ashes and
all forms of grass, trees and hedge cuttings and clippings, broken household
