Sweet Gas well Location at 6 3 40 27 W4M
Director of Operations Kerber presented information that the Town of Blackfalds has
received notification from Vermilion Resources Ltd. for a proposed Sweet gas well in the
6 3 40 27 WA4M (located just north of the NW corner of Blackfalds). This well would be
drilled in 2009 and be approximately 1007 m deep. The primary target is the Horseshoe
Canyon coals formation with the secondary target the Belly River Sand formation.
Although the land- is technically not in the Town Boundaries the well is close to the new
town boundary and will affect development with regards to set backs etc. The Town
boundary is within the 1.5 km radius of the well and the gas well is only 600 m from the
Town boundary. See attached map showing the well locations. If the Town was not to
agree to the well locations, that would be considered an objection.
The next step would be a public hearing and then the Energy Resources Conservation
Board (ERCB) would make a decision, which could or could not either be in the Towns
favor.

Councillor Taylor moved that Town Council not approve the location of the gas well, since
there may be adverse affects to future Town expansion.

CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY
All Star Park Budget
Director of Community Services presented information on the All Star Park washroom &
concession facilities requiring upgrades to the air handling systems and the wall board in
the shower/bathroom facilities. The recommendation is that the Town adds HRV (heating
and return ventilation) units to help remove the humidity that can cause pre-mature
structural damage to facilities such as these. It has also been suggested that the Town
upgrade the wall board to having a higher resistance to water or humidity. Humidity in
- these facilities can cause not only structural damage but also health issues such as mold
or bacteria growth. During the demolition of the previous facility, it was evrdent of the pre-
mature structural damage and mold from the humrdlty
The cost of upgrading the facilities would be in the range of $40,000 - $45,000 extra for
the HRV (heating and return ventilation) units ahd humidity resistant wall board (original
budget $185,000 to $225,000). The CSD believes that the upgrades will be necessary as
the facilities have high demand and what the purpose of the facilities is for. The upgrades
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would help cut maintenance costs, reduce utility.costs, and improve the%life expectancy of
the facilities to reach the possible full potential of 20 -25 years, without having to revisit
the issues of pre-mature structural damage earlier.

Councillor Willis moved to refer to the Blackfalds Recreation, Culture and Parks Board.

CAQO Newman stated that the project was previously presented at Blackfalds Recreation,
Culture and Parks Board during 2009 Budget Discussions and supported as a 2009
project. This budget request falls under the Authorization of Expenditures Unbudgeted /
Unplanned Policy to be approved by Council. It was also indicated by Director Barnes
that by referring this back to the Blackfalds Recreation, Culture and Parks Board it would
cause the project to be delayed. It is imperative to have these repairs completed for the
end of April. |

Planning and Development Manager Topolnitsky presented mformatlon regarding a
request from Mr. Fred Jaremchuk that the Town consider selling the MR site located on
Pine Crescent on the north end of Panorama Estates to him for development of an adult
only housing project. Mr. Jaremchuk is stating that he is over dedicated for parkland, but
this is not the case. No wetlands or Right of Ways have been included as they cannot be
considered as credited Municipal Reserve but should have been designated as Public
Utility Lots. In Mr. Jaremchuk’s calculations for Municipal Reserve he has included all
wetlands, the MR in the southwest corner which is undevelopable due to the slope and
the location within the 100m of the old landfill site and all walkways in the subdivision.
