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Council has passed Licensing By-law # 1089/09 
which has set new rates for Business License Fees for 
any business operating within the Town of Blackfalds. 
The By-law also has expanded the definitions and rules 
regarding operation of a business within the Town lim-
its. One significant addition is the inclusion of “Direct 
Sellers” which will require a business license in the 
Town. These are businesses that go from place to 
place for the purpose of selling goods or services, or 
negotiate transactions by telephone or at the buyer’s 
residence. For example some of the businesses in-
cluded in this category are Avon, Epicure, Amway, 
Pampered Chef, Tupperware, Mary Kay, Party Lite, Re-
gal, Arbonne, Purse Parties, Passion Parties and other 
similar businesses which will require a Business Li-
cense to operate within the Town limits. 

SNOW REMOVAL REMINDER - All 
sidewalks need to be cleared of snow 
and ice within 48 hours of snowfall. 
Each business owner and residence 
owner will be given only (1) 24 hour 
warning. Failure to comply with this will 
result in a $35 fine plus costs incurred 
by the Town to clear any obstructions.  
After the first warning there will not be a 
second.  Any subsequent snowfall not 
removed in 48 hours will be ticketed im-
mediately. Bylaw 890/01 supports these 
statements.  
If you are physically and/or financially 
unable to maintain your sidewalks, you 
are asked to make arrangements with 
family, friends or neighbors to assist 
you. Please be a considerate neighbor 
and keep our sidewalks clean and safe! 

Swiffer Pads, Diapers and 
Other Cleaning Pads 
 
Residents have increasingly started to 
flush disposable diapers, Swiffer  
pads, cleaning pads and other materi-
als which don’t break down in the 
sanitary sewer systems and cause the 
pumps at the lift stations to plug.    
This requires  Public Works to pull the 
sanitary lift station pumps and unplug 
them, it is very time consuming and 
can cause damage to the pumps. 
 
We are requesting that residents don’t 
flush any diapers, cleaning pads, rags 
or other materials that could plug the 
sanitary  distribution system or the 
pumps.  Residents should only flush 
toilet paper down the toilet.   Your co-
operation is greatly appreciated.   If 
you have a questions please call the 
Town Office at 403 885 6277.
